Levels of Sexuality Education Policy

Federal

Provides funding to states, local education agencies and community-based organizations through
grants. Grantees must comply with funding requirements.
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Parents and Community Members

Parents must be allowed to remove children from class, typically “opt-out” or passive consent
Schools may be required to have materials available for parental review

Parents, students, and community members may be invited to serve on an advisory committee
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
